All entries must be accompanied by a photograph of the nominee. This will be used to illustrate the write-up of the final list in Broadcast magazine and will have no influence on the selection process itself.

Tips for photographs:
· The image should be a clear image which shows at least the nominee’s head and shoulders – but can show torso or even full-body length
· The nominee should be the only person visible in the photograph
· Natural light will work best, so try to take the photo during the day - outdoors or near a large window
· It must be taken by someone else - selfies are not acceptable, but do feel free to have fun with the photo
· The file size should be larger than 1MB
· Smile!
